












[bookmark: _Toc219120668]Overview
In an effort to start componentizing the creative templates so only the fields for the necessary functionality appears, a framework will be created that allows for the creation of functional components that drive the fields in a template.  This will also be the foundational framework for componentizing the code so it can be used by multiple templates.  In the future, an update to one component will apply across multiple templates and creatives.
The core of the new framework is the component.  Components consist of functionality that can be added to a template.  For example, Pinterest Pin would be a component consisting of the image URL, Pin messaging and the Pinterest Pin icon.  Components use either standard fields (ie, URL field, Text field, Date Picker) or MB fields.  MB fields are those specialized fields specific to the Platform.  For example, VAST video field would allow the user to choose from a list of existing VAST IDs or to add a new VAST video.  This specialized field would be integrated into our existing VAST management.
Components can be assigned to a group so it can be displayed on the template in an organized fashion.  For example, the Pinterest Pin would be in the Social Buttons group so it displays along with other social functionality in the template.
When creating a component, the user adds fields and then defines each field.
